Birds of a Feather Receptions—$2,500/reception
OAH invites attendees to one of many “Birds of a Feather” recep-
tions. Th e receptions allow attendees with similar professional 
interests, careers, or backgrounds to meet and make professional 
contacts. Th ese receptions include the Public Historians Recep-
tion, the Precollegiate Teachers Reception, and the International 
Attendees' Reception.
OAH Attendee Badges—$1,500
Attach your logo to the over 2,000 badges that are worn—and 
seen—constantly at the OAH meeting.
OAH Awards Ceremony Program—$1,000
Th e OAH Awards Ceremony is typically one of the best attended 
events of the Annual Meeting.  Get your name and logo in the 
hands of every attendee of this important yearly event!
Exhibit Hall Refreshment Break—$500/break
For several years, OAH has off ered coff ee and soft  drinks at 
various times in the exhibit hall. Attendees now know to look 
for drinks in the exhibit hall in the morning or aft ernoon. Direct 
exhibit hall traffi  c to your booth by sponsoring a reception in the 
hall.

Th is is a great opportunity for mu-
seums to provide discount admission coupons, or for exhibiting 
companies to off er incentives to drive traffi  c to an exhibit booth.
Program Segment Sponsorships—$300/block

entire block of sessions in the OAH program. You can choose one 
of the ten session segments—three on Friday, four on Saturday, 
and three on Sunday—or sponsor an entire day.  Your logo and 
name will appear on each page on the Annual Meeting Program
that corresponds with your chosen block, signs will be displayed 
during your chosen block in the convention hotel, and you will 
have the opportunity to display materials near registration as a 
featured sponsor during your time period.

Drinks 
and hors d'oeuvres are provided. Receptions can be exclusive or 
broken into cosponsorships.
Tote Bags—$7,500 
Attendees will carry your organization with them wherever they 
go—even aft er the meeting. Bags will feature your company logo.
Internet Café—$7,500
With this sponsorship, att endees will be able to stay con-
nected while they att end the convention. Computers will be 
set near registration and signage will proudly thank your 
organization for your support.
Welcome Reception—$5,000
Th e Th ursday night Welcome Reception will be the fi rst event 
of the 2008 Annual Meeting.  Make your presence known at this 
special event which will allow attendees to register and come 
together the night before the meeting begins. Drinks and hors 
d'oeuvres are provided.
